Lake Towada is a double-caldera lake that was formed
during major volcanic eruptions over thousands of
years. The cliffs of Mt. Ogura, which can be seen from
Utarube, are part of a lava dome that formed out of
rising lava after a large eruption at the tip of the Ogura
Peninsula. The cliff at the neck of the peninsula was
named "Sarugakura” and the cliff on the eastern face
